Yes. Get the Jetstar flights leaving Singapore at 6:50pm on Thursday 27 May, and leaving
Jakarta at 5:05pm on Sunday 30 May. About S$200. We’'ll organize buses from the airport.

Failing that, there are a million flights. Tiger is cheapest but there’s only one flight a day. Air
Asia is cheaper than Jetstar, but it either leaves quite early or quite late on the way down. SQ
is 15,000 air miles. But don’t worry if you have to get the non-team flights; instructions will
follow on getting cabs from the airport.
